As a student participating in the Minnesota State High School Mathematics League, | understand and accept the following
responsibilities when participating in all events:

English.

« 1 will not use any outside help while participating during a meet. This includes, but is not limited to, accessing other
web sites, or books, or asking someone for help to solve the problems. | am not allowed to use graph paper, compasses,
protractors, or rulers. However, | am allowed to use a clean copy of the League approved Formula Sheet. In summary, while
participating in a Math League event | am limited to using my own mathematical knowledge, clean scratch paper, a clean
copy of the Formula Sheet, and a writing utensil.

« I will not share any of the problems, answers or solutions from any of the events with anyone until my coach says
it is okay to do so.

* [ understand that cheating or other dishonest behavior on my part is serious and will result in my disqualification at
the current meet. | will also be barred from participation at the next scheduled meet as a further consequence for dishonest
behavior. Large scale cheating or other dishonest behavior as a scoring team will result in the disqualification of the entire team
at the current meet and the next scheduled meet.
